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Spring Green Fire Protection District Board Meeting minutes
Tuesday, July 21, 2020 – Zoom Meeting

Dave opened the meeting at 6:10pm.

Greg made a motion and Dave 2nd to approve the minutes from January 21, 2020.  Minutes approved.

Sondra had sent out the check detail for March thru June as well as the Account balance report as of June 30.  Dave made a motion to approve the Treasurers report and Dick 2nd.  Treasurers report approved.

Ambulance Report:

1. Call volume so far for 2020 is 174

2. Officer elections for this year are Derek Miller – Chief, Ronda Schreiber – Assistant Chief, Jaime Radtke – Secretary

3. Training is going well.  Online events are being provided through SPMH for SSM – latest was on geriatric falls.  Basic skills training through Dane County, led locally by EMTs Terry Weiss, Ronda Schreiber, Janice Crook and Jaime Radtke.  Biennium training – license renewal deadline extended to September 30th.
4. Covid – 19  -  Still no confirmed Covid 19 calls to date.  Covid testing – our staff was trained by Sauk County Public Health.  Have now had six weeks of testing, with growing demand – 50, 107, 114, 106, 126, 178.  There is usually a 1 -2 day turnaround on results.  Assistance from spouses and others has been a big help.  Possible difficulty ahead in getting the test kits.

5. Continue to have adequate stock of PPE, though it is getting difficult again

6. Foggers are working well – the AeroClave finally arrived and will be put into use this weekend.  Disinfecting ambulances after every run and disinfecting offices and sleeping rooms as well.

7. Reimbursement for Covid – 19 related expenses from US govt.  Applied for approx. $22,000 and the application was accepted.  The grant period has been extended-may even cover the AeroClave

8. Monthly EMS meetings continuing by teleconference and working well.  Good attendance.

9. Involving trainees and new staff

10. Recruiting for fall classesConsidering sending individuals to Advanced EMT class

Greg made a motion to approve the ambulance report and Dave 2nd.  Report approved.

Fire Report:

1. Donny Kraemer a retired fire department member of 30 years.  Several members of the fire department attended the services and also went to the cemetery.
2. Rick Johnson has retired due to problems with his back.  He still has honorary status and Lin has told him he is welcome to come down to the station any time and tinker around with the boat or other equipment.

3. DNR grant was approved and reimbursed the department for equipment purchased.

4. Entry level FF class has 2 guys attending.  Had to stop due to the Covid. 

5. Lin just received an application for a new applicant who is interested in being on the department

6. June was a busy month.  They had 16 or 17 calls with quite a few of them being MVA

7. Maintenance – New tires on front of Squad and new tires on front of Engine.  Exhaust work done on Engine 1 and Tanker as well as the rear main seal being replaced.

8. They have not had any actual sit down meetings.  Have done some training with small groups.  They were supposed to have elections in June but no meeting.  Lin was fairly certain everything would have stayed the same.

9. Lin talked to Nick Weber about repairing the back wall.  Hoping to get it fixed next week

10. Lin stated they are switching cell phone plans in both ambulances and the Tahoe.

11. Lin asked Dave if he knew if the crack sealing company would be coming to do any work for the Towhship.  Dave wasn’t sure.  Lin stated that some areas of the parking lot are in need of repair.

Greg made a motion to approve the Fire report and Dick 2nd.  Report approved.
September meeting will be our Budget meeting.  Dave stated that we are probably going to have to tighten our belts a little on the budget.  All agreed.

Dave also mentioned that if we have another Zoom meeting the link to that should be on the Agenda when posted.  Sondra will make sure it is on there.

The September meeting will be held on September 22 at the fire station.  All attending should wear a mask.

Dick made a motion to adjourn and Greg 2nd.  Meeting adjourned at 7:10pm.
